 Hurricane Ike was a difficult time for all of  
Galveston. The Galveston Island Humane So-
ciety is proud to have partnered with the 
Houston SPCA led by Patricia Mercer, who 
provided invaluable assistance in the response 
and recovery process of our shelter and the 
animals on the island following the storm.
